Historic Districts

· The proposal was on the agenda of the Township Meeting on Feb 14 but was tabled for later discussion because not everyone had studied it – Ed hopes it will be on the agenda again soon – we should bring the petition to Township meetings and stress we have 400 signatures

· Alice and Maureen M will continue to go door-to-door to get signatures on the petition
· Alice, Myron, and Vic sent emails to the Township Committee urging them to create districts
· Bill will contact Kinney to work on the North Cranford Historic District database online
· Maureen sent answers to Kelly Nolte (Panamerican Consulting/Corps of Engineers) regarding the proposed districts for the possible impact of flood remediation

Fireplace placement in Community Center
· The Township Committee endorsed our proposal to put the fireplace in the Community Center at their meeting on Feb 14 

· Larry Mobley sent an estimate of $7500 to install the fireplace – the group agreed that it should be installed professionally 
· Maureen sent the proposal to the Board of Freeholders and County Clerk on Feb 14
· Barbara Fuller of Union County has said that the placement of the fireplace is not going to be a Freeholder decision, but is going to be decided by the Open Space, Recreation, and Historic Preservation Trust Fund – she has asked an architectural historian to assess the placement and they will look at options on Mar 1

· Michael will contact BJ Kowalski to see if she has any questions
· Maureen posted an article on Facebook on Feb 21 and an article to Patch that was run on Feb 21
· Eric Mason of the Township requested possible projects for anticipated FEMA funding – Maureen sent fireplace suggestion on Feb 20

· The group suggested selling the tiles in stores, through garden clubs, DAR plant sale on May 5
