· All 525 building descriptions will soon be entered in the database by Vic
· Kinney distributed a sample of what the printout of the database will look like
· The Board agreed that all members should attend the next Township Workshop Meeting (May 9) to urge the Committee to put the NCHD on the Agenda

· It is anticipated that there will be opposition on the Township Committee, but all agreed we should push the proposal
· Fireplace reinstallation fundraising
· As of April 21, Barbara Fuller of Union County said there was still no decision on placement
· Jean reported that she had found a site where we can get trivets with decals of our tiles  for about $7 each (http://www.keystonespecialties.com/treasuredscenes/ceramic-trivet.html)  
· Livingston School has a tile workshop and may be able to make the tiles
· Maureen reported that large bags with a picture of the tiles will cost about $8 from Aura Printing
· Maureen reported that tee shirts from local merchant Panda Imprinting will cost about $10 each
· Someone suggested selling plaques for houses 
· Barbara reported that funds for flagpole were sent to a special account under the Township Treasury and they took Paypal for payments, that they had an internet site, and had sent letters to businesses to raise money

· Maureen reported that she had spoken with/emailed Margaret Hickey (Connolly & Hickey Historical Architects), Shirley Maxwell (Kenilworth Historical Society who moved and restored Nitschke House), Barbara Fuller (Union County Office of Cultural and Heritage Affairs), Cranford Historical Society, Mayor Aschenbach, Ed O’Malley, Jim Buettner (local restorer), Linda Chizzoniti (owner), and Christina Hinke (Westfield Leader)
· Discussion was that if we had a NCHD we would have a process to handle this, losing the house might help the cause for the NCHD, the owner has been cooperative

· Ed reported that a Township engineer will be looking at the house to evaluate its soundness and ability to be moved as soon as the owner is reached and a time arranged
· The group agreed that Maureen should write a Letter to the Editor stating our position that we value preserving buildings and value the owner’s willingness to cooperate, but feel that the $100,000 cost of moving the house is excessive, especially since there is no plan for what will happen to the building – Maureen will email a draft to the group, integrate any changes, and send it Monday – Ed asked that we wait until after the tour
