HISTORIC PRESERVATION ADVISORY BOARD (HPAB) 
MINUTES May 22, 2008

The minutes of the April 24, 2008 meeting were approved.
Members of each subcommittee reported as follows:

A - Education sub-committee - Rosanne Barone, Vic Bary, Ray Schwartz
· Media - Vic Bary distributed a draft of an article about researching the history of a house which he will be submitting to local papers as a member of HPAB.  He sent meeting notices to the Chronicle, Eagle, and Suburban. 

· Cranford.com/Wikipedia – Bill King reported that he is working on the HPAB page on the Wikipedia, but there is a concern that it might be taken down because it is not of interest to enough people.  He will add links to famous people and events to try to broaden the appeal.
· A Cruise Through Cranford’s Architecture Video -  Maureen Strazdon reported that she has revised the script to de-personalize it and she will send it to Ed Davenport of TV35.  She will schedule a meeting for Ed and any interested HPAB members to discuss what should be included.
·  “The Character of Cranford: Historic Homes and Architecture” - Maureen Strazdon reported that she met with Ed Davenport of TV35 about developing the program.  He said that we needed to have about four or five houses chosen and good outlines of content before we could go ahead.  Judy Bell volunteered to speak with someone (Bob Fralington?) to get ideas of other houses that might be included.  
· Library display – Maureen Strazdon suggested that the “Then and Now” display be based on old postcards.  Kevin Papa will take current photos of the views on the cards.  Carolyn Youngs will ask Julie Murphy for use of her postcard collection.  
B - Documentation sub-committee – Nancy Arcieri, Judy Bell, Kinney Clark, Julie Didzbalis, Bill King, Kevin Papa, Loretta Smith, Carolyn Youngs

· Survey forms – Kinney Clark reported that we will have to look at the forms and information we have to determine if they are of enough significance to establish a new district.  
· GIS – Kinney Clark had no report on the distribution of older structures against the current districts recognized by the state for determining priorities.

· Computer file/database –  Carolyn Youngs reported that she has given the completed forms she has to Maureen Strazdon for entry into a database.  Carolyn will begin scanning photos so all information is in one place.  Maureen reported that she has entered many of the forms.
· Designation documentation and criteria  –Kinney Clark said that documentation on how structures will be evaluated for designation as significant or historic should be patterned on current government rules and regulations.  Roseanne Barone reported that she has gone through piles of information and has identified rules we can follow.  
C - Advisory sub-committee – Maureen Strazdon, Rosanne Barone
· Guidelines - Rosanne Barone reported that she has reviewed our HPAB Ordinance and found it lacking in many essential elements compared to those of other towns.  She will recommend what to use in creating guidelines for the Cranford Zoning and Planning Boards.

· Master Plan – Maureen Strazdon reported that she had submitted HPAB’s suggested Preservation Goals and Objectives for Cranford’s Master Plan.  The document has been forwarded to Stan Slachetka who is the Planner.  Kinney Clark volunteered to follow up to see if anything else is needed.
· Permits – Maureen Strazdon reported that Julie Didzbalis will have demolition permits forwarded to her.
· Grants – the group discussed determining how HPAB fit within the grant framework for the Township and how to get notices of grants that are available forwarded to us or get on lists ourselves.  We hope that we will get good information at the County meeting mentioned below.  
Membership – Maureen Strazdon
· Maureen Strazdon reported that the recommendation to require that members who miss three consecutive meetings without a valid excuse be removed from the Board was not viewed favorably by Mayor Puhak.  However, Julie Didzbalis, Sheena Higgins, and Eileen Leahey submitted their resignations so there is room on HPAB to add other members.  Mayor Puhak is determining how Kinney Clark can be added.
Veteran's Flagpole Committee – Martha Garcia, Rosanne Barone
· Martha Garcia reported that fund raising is progressing well, especially the sale of flags
