HISTORIC PRESERVATION ADVISORY BOARD (HPAB) 
MINUTES July 24, 2008

The minutes of the June 26, 2008 meeting were approved.
Members of each subcommittee reported as follows:

A - Education sub-committee - Rosanne Barone, Vic Bary, Ray Schwartz
· Media - Vic Bary’s article about researching the history of a house appeared in the Chronicle.  He continues to send  meeting notices to the Chronicle, Local Source, and Suburban. The e-newsletter on cranford.com was mentioned as another way to communicate about HPAB and Vic will look into it.  
· Preservecranford.com/Cranford.com/Wikipedia – There was no update concerning preservecranford.com or the HPAB page on the wikipedia.  Bill will ask Cranford.com to remove what it has and link to this site. 
· A Cruise Through Cranford’s Architecture Video -  Nancy Arcieri and Maureen Strazdon had no update on the script.  Maureen has not followed up with Jack McCorkle (volunteer at TV35) re an engineer to update the script.  Martha will check to see if we can sell copies of the program in order to defray the production costs.    

·  “The Character of Cranford: Historic Homes and Architecture” – Several people volunteered their houses for the program – Kinney Clark (Craftsman), Loretta Smith (Sears).  Kinney will speak with the owner of the Cranford Hotel.  Get outlines of content from Schlinder (Victorian), Armbruster (Victoiran), Clark (Craftsman), Smith? (Sears), Cranford Hotel -  work with TV35  (Maureen Strazdon/Vic Bary)

· Library display –Carolyn Youngs gave a few of Julie Murphy’s postcard collection to Nancy Arcieri to be blown up for the “Then and Now” display in October.   Kevin Papa needs to be advised of the photos needed.  It was suggested that a map of Cranford from 1901 be used in one of the cases.  
· Walking tour – Martha Garcia suggested offering a guided walking tour of Cranford, starting at a local restaurant.  Nancy Arcieri said she has a tour in an old book and she will send it to the group to see how it could be worked out.

· GIS – Kinney Clark asked Maureen to email him the file/database so he compare it to the information and maps he has.  
· Computer file/database –  Carolyn will begin scanning photos so all information is in one place.  Maureen reported slow progress on entering old forms.  It was suggested that we get volunteers to enter the info by posting signs in schools, approaching Eagle Scout troops (at Presbyterian and Methodist churches), and asking Confirmation candidates at St Michaels.  
· Designation documentation and criteria  –  Kinney also suggested that we drive around and look at the edges of the districts to see if they should be changed.  He will suggest some possible dates.
